MIRID special business meeting and elections
at LCC
June 4th, 2011

Meeting called to order at 10:35am
 
Dan Meginley moves to accept the previous meeting minutes. Ann-Marie Christman seconds. Passes.
 
 
President report: Good morning, and welcome to the 2011 spring board meeting. Due to family and professional commitments I will not be running for re-election and so this will be my last report as MIRID President. I would like to take a few moments to review the past half of the year:
 
1. We have been working on Leadership Transition.   The transition packet put together by Josie Cole, can and should be added to as elections occur to make the move into an elected position easier for all.
2. We have set up a Membership Concerns Committee, and will continue forward with finding a way to incorporate this committee with our membership. 
3. In July, MIRID was asked to write a letter of support for the CATIE Center as they applied for a five-year continuation of RSA funds.
4. We began discussion on needed Bylaw changes and have organized and brought those recommended changes to our membership for a vote today.
5. In July, two of our board members were able to attend the Region III conference in Minnesota.
6. MIRID made a $75 donation to the MDA picnic.
7. MIRID hosted the fall workshop at CMU, with Howard Rosenblum as the presenter.
8. In the fall, Shawn Spearman answered our call for webmaster. 
9. The audit committee received two new members, making the total number of members on the committee = 3.
10. In January, received the recommended changes to our bylaws.
The Bylaws Committee has looked at the MIRID Bylaws, and we would like to offer
the following comments:
MIRID needs to convert its "Local Chapters" to meet the mandate from RID Motion
2007.28 which was passed at the 10/6/07 RID Board Meeting and states: "To direct
affiliate chapters to convert all local chapters to subcommittees by July 1,
2012 and to direct the national office to engage in each of the activities
necessary to implement this action". Therefore, the composition of the Board of
Directions (Article V, Section1) and the entire Article VIII: Local Chapters
must be redone.

In Article IV: Meetings, Section 5, the designation of a quorum consisting of "a
majority of the dual status members registered to attend the workshop in
conjunction with the general business meeting" does not specify a quorum for any
special called meetings in which there may not be a workshop held in conjunction
with the business meeting.

The committee is concerned with the concept of the provision for ¾ of the
membership to amend the bylaws without prior notice being provided (Article
XIII, B). The intent of providing notice is to allow the membership to have
ample time to consider the implications of any changes to their governing
documents, and just "upping" the percentage needed to pass does not meet that
intent.

Article V (E-Board and BOD), Section 7-D, 2nd sentence "The voting body (i.e.
the general membership or the executive board) must notify all of its members in
writing…" is unclear. How can the general membership notify its members
(itself) of anything, as a group.

If the bylaws are being revised, we would also like to suggest that some
stylistic changes could be make to improve readability of the document. For
example, Article II. Purpose, could use some rewriting in Section 2, simply
because it reads like an awkward and long sentence, and differentiates the
PRINCIPLE PURPOSE from the SPECIFIC PURPOSE (when specific "goals" may be what
was meant)

Christopher Greene wants to bring up cost for deaf members attending workshops. Shawn says we are an interpreter organization and GLMIRID offered deaf member attendance for free. Other subcommittees offer a discounted rate for deaf attendees. Dan Meginley, as a member at large, has seen different perspectives on this issue over the years. Discussion will be tabled until next meeting.
